LITURGY COMMITTEE : assists the Pastor, Associate Pastor and Liturgy 

Coordinator in planning and preparing liturgical celebrations.  Members 

coordinate and provide training for the various liturgical ministries.  

EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS : assist the Priest in distributing the Body and 

Blood of Christ during Mass.  Open to confirmed high school students and 

adults.  Training provided.  

LECTORS : proclaim the Word of God at weekend and special liturgies.  Open 

to confirmed high school students and adults.  Training provided.  

USHERS/GREETERS : provide hospitality as we come together to worship.  

Ushers, in addition, facilitate the seating, collection and communion procession 

for the faithful.  Ushering is open to adults and high school students. Grade 

school students are also welcome if accompanied by a parent.  Greeting is open 

to adults, students and families. Training provided.  

MUSIC MINISTER : provides music for weekend and special liturgies. 

ADULT CHOIR : provides music for weekend and special liturgies.  Open to 

adult parishioners.  Weekly rehearsals are held every Wednesday at 7:30 - 9:00 

p.m. in the church, except for summer months.  
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FAMILY CHOIR :  provides music for weekend and special liturgies. Open 

to parents and their children.  

ENSEMBLES : vocal and instrumental groups provide music for weekend and 

special liturgies.  Open to adults and students.  Rehearsals are held weekly. 

CANTOR : a vocalist who provides leadership and musical support for the sung 

prayers of the congregation at weekend masses and special liturgies.  Training 

provided.  

INSTRUMENTALIST/ORGANIST/KEYBOARD : provides music for 

Sunday and special liturgies.  Accompanies the choir, ensemble or cantor. 

YOUTH ENSEMBLE : vocal and instrumental group made up of youth in 

grades 6 through 12. Provides music for weekend and special liturgies.  

ART AND ENVIRONMENT : youth and adults who assist in the planning, 

design, and fabrication of seasonal decorations; care of flowers and plants; and 

care and cleaning of the church and items used in worship.  

ALTAR SERVERS : assist the Priest at the altar during Mass.  New servers are 

trained in May.  Open to those in 5th grade and above.  

EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS TO THE SICK : take the sacrament of Holy 

Communion to the sick, hospitalized, or homebound members of our parish, as 

well as those in local nursing homes. 

BEREAVEMENT MINISTRY/FUNERAL LITURGY : includes Lectors and 

Eucharistic Ministers who are available to serve at our Funeral Liturgies along 

with anyone who can lend his or her voice to the sung and spoken prayers of 

the congregation as a member of our Resurrection Choir.

ADULT FAITH FORMATION TEAM : plans and implements spiritual 

growth opportunities for parish adults.  

BAPTISMAL PREPARATION : assists parents, through the use of video and 

discussion, in gaining a better understanding of the importance of infant 

baptism and its symbolism.  Scheduling details are also discussed.  

CARE AND SUPPORT TEAM : assists in planning and conducting the Parish 

Memorial Services in May and November of each year, facilitates a monthly 

grief support group, and sponsors speakers on topics related to bereavement 

issues.  Currently, an eight week Divorce Recovery Group meets in January and 

February. 

WOMENôS SPIRITUALITY: gathers our parish women on two Tuesday 
mornings of the month for spiritual sharing.  Thursday evening meetings can 
also be made available. 
 

MENôS SPIRITUALITY: our parish men meet to share their faith on the 

second Saturday of each month at 7:00 a.m. 
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BIBLE STUDY : a Wednesday morning group focusing on Scripture study; 

group discussion focuses on the application of Godôs Word in daily living. Other 

groups meet at various times during the year, both at night and during the day.  

Watch the bulletin for information.  

F.I.R.E. : Family Centered I ntergenerational Religious Education is a program 

for families to learn about the Catholic Faith. It grew out of families, and 

parents, needs to search for more effective ways to be both family and Church, 

and to look for better ways to deepen their own faith while passing that faith on 

to their children. F.I.R.E.  is fundamentally about forming community, 

intergenerational communities that share faith, celebration, and service while 

praying together, offering one another support, and witnessing to what it 

means to be Church. 

MORNING FOR MOMS : women of the parish gather together weekly to 

discuss the next Sundayôs Readings. Babysitting is provided. Wednesday 

mornings:  9:45 to 11:00 a.m. 

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA ): Parishioners 

serve as witnesses and provide hospitality to anyone interested in learning 

more about our Catholic Faith. Positions within this volunteer group are those 

of Team Leaders, Catechists, Hospitality, Small Group Leaders, and Sponsors. 

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF CHILDREN (RCIC): Catechists 

share knowledge of their faith and assist in the sacramental instruction of 

children who are of catechetical age.  The classes follow  the same schedule as 

the RCIA program for preparation.  
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CHILDRENôS LITURGY OF THE WORD: provides an adaptation of the 

Sunday Readings for children ages five through nine.  Volunteers are scheduled 

approximately once every 8 weeks to present the Liturgy of the Word to the 

children during the 9:00 and 10:30 masses. 

VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL : volunteers assist with VBS plans for 

preschool and elementary aged children.  There are many opportunities for 

service, including: activity leader, group leader, committee chairs or crafts.  

CATECHIST OF RELIGIOUS EDUCATION : shares his or her faith with 

the elementary school aged students of our parish.  A religious curriculum 

guide is provided by the Archdiocese.  Three options are available for religious 

instruction: the Summer Intensive Program, Sunday Mornings from September 

through March, and F.I.R.E.  

CHERUB CHURCH CATECHIST : works in teams of two to plan and lead 

fun, faith filled classes for children ages three to kindergarten.  Classes are held 

on Sunday mornings during the 10:30 Mass, September through March. 

HIGH SCHOOL CATECHIST : facilitate a monthly G.I.F.T. course on a 

specific topic. Commitment is for one month. Courses are held either at the 

leaderôs home or the parish on Sunday afternoons or evenings. 

JUNIOR HIGH CATECHIST : hosts and facilitates an in-home faith -sharing 

group for seventh-and-eighth graders.  Meetings are held every other Sunday 

night, September through April.  Service projects and social gatherings are also 

incorporated into the schedule.  
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CONFIRMATION TEAM MEMBER : facilitates a small group discussion, 

presents and witnesses to faith lessons, and is a Catholic role model to those 

preparing to commit to their faith by receiving the sacrament of 

Confirmation.  Meetings are held every other Sunday night, September 

through April.  Service projects, social gatherings, and an overnight retreat 

are included in the schedule. 

YOUTH MINISTRY CHAPERONE/TRANSPORTATION : members 

serve to provide guidance and transportation to Youth Ministry activities on 

an as-needed basis. 

SPRED PROGRAM (Special Religious Education) : a process of faith 

formation specifically designed to meet the faith formation needs of persons 

with developmental disabilities.  

YOUTH MINISTRY COUNCIL : group of teens and adults who oversee 

the mission of St. Malachy Youth Ministry.  If you wish to join, please 

contact the Coordinator of Youth Ministry.  

HIGH SCHOOL OR JR. HIGH RETREAT TEAM MEMBER: This 

ministry is open to high school students and adults.  Possible duties include 

the following:  witness talk, small group facilitator, chaperone, etc.

BOY SCOUTING AND CUB SCOUTING : help to foster good conduct and the 

beginnings of fellowship and service during meetings with chaperons who donate 

their time and assistance to growing boys. 

SCOUTING FOR GIRLS : helps to foster good conduct and the beginnings of 

fellowship and service during meetings with chaperons who donate their time and 

assistance to growing girls. 

WELCOME AND HOSPITALITY COMMITTEE : a sub-group of the Family 

Life Committee, these volunteers extend a warm welcome for new parishioners.  

Registration weekend is the second Saturday and Sunday of the month.  

ADULT VOLLEYBALL : provides opportunities for recreation and fellowship 

through sports interaction for adults 18 years and older.  

ATHLETIC COMMITTEE : coordinates all aspects of St. Malachyôs  participation 

in the Archdiocesan CYO sports program.  All programs are open to youth of St. 

Malachy Parish. 

YOUNG AT HEART : nourishment for the soul and body, the second Friday of 

each month. Mass is celebrated for the parish at 11:00 a.m., followed by a pitch-in 

luncheon for ages 55 and above. 
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NURSERY : available on Sunday during the 9:00 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.  Masses.  

Volunteers provide a caring, safe and loving environment for children ages three 

years and younger. 

SINGLES GROUP : brings together adults without partners to help gain insight 

through spiritual guidance and group sharing into the special challenges and 

opportunities of their state of life. Group outings and activities are planned.  

FUNERAL DINNERS: In order to provide a comfortable, relaxed atmosphere for 

families experiencing the loss of a loved one, members of the Altar Society volunteer 

and prepare a meal after the service is completed.  This enables relatives and friends 

to visit and share their feeling and concerns. 

MARRIAGE PREPARATION SPONSOR COUPLE : After an initial interview 

with the pastor, engaged couples are asked to complete a PREPARE inventory. When 

the results are returned to the parish, each couple meets with a sponsor couple to 

review the inventory. Sponsor couples meet twice or three times with the engaged 

couple at a time convenient for both couples. The meeting usually occurs in the home 

of the sponsor couple. Couples are asked to sponsor about 2-3 times a year. 

 BEGGARS FOR THE POOR WORKER : youth and adult volunteers organize and 

distribute food and clothing for the homeless on the streets of Indianapolis.  St. 

Malachy Church participates on the first Saturday of every month at 7:30 a.m. 

BEGGARS FOR THE POOR FOOD COORDINATOR:   provides the meal that 

the workers distribute to the homeless community on the first Saturday of every 

month.   When you sign up, the youth minister will offer suggestions for food and 

directions for delivery. Coordinators are committed to one month per calendar year.  

HENDRICKS CO. FOOD P ANTRY : on the first Sunday of each month, our parish 

collects non-perishable food items for the Pantry located at Cornerstone Christian 

Church.  Volunteers are needed to transport the food from St. Malachy to 

Cornerstone on Sunday afternoon.  Volunteers are likewise needed to bag groceries 

and assist client families when the pantry is open on the second and fourth Saturdays 

of the month from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.  This is a great service opportunity for the 

whole family!  
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PRO -LIFE : parishioners meet regularly to study issues related to the Gospel of Life: 

abortion, euthanasia, and capital punishment among others.  They are also involved 

in various activities aimed at promoting the dignity of all human life, from womb to 

tomb. 

ST. VINCENT de PAUL SOCIETY : serves those in need, through the gifts to the 

poor of food, furniture, and appliances. Three opportunities to serve are available: 

home visits, working at the distribution center, or answering the Help Line and 

Donation Line phones.  

ALTAR SOCIETY OF ST. MALACHY : works to provide for the spiritual welfare of 

its members, as well as the material needs of the altar, sanctuary, and sacristy. Other 

opportunities to serve include charity raffles, providing funeral dinners to the 

bereaved, the Spring Craft Show and the Holiday Bazaar. 

CATHEDRAL SOUP KITCHEN : volunteers assist in the preparation and service 

of meals to the homeless of Indianapolis.  St. Malachy parishioners take turns serving 

on Friday mornings at the Soup Kitchen, located behind SS. Peter and Paul Cathedral 

in downtown Indianapolis.  

KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS : an organization of Catholic men and their families 

dedicated to promoting the concepts of charity, unity, fraternity, and patriotism.  St. 

Malachy Council #12540 was chartered August 3, 1999.  Our Council actively 

supports local seminarians, the Country Fair, and the Gibault School for Boys in Terre 

Haute.  Meetings are held on the first and third Monday of each month at 7:00 p.m. 

in the Holy Family Room.  

HAITI TWINNING AND MEDICAL MISSION MINISTRIES : St. Malachy has 

been committed to working with St. Marguerite in Port Margot, Haiti since 1996.  

This twinning is a spiritual and material exchange between our parishes.  

Opportunities to get involved include traveling on medical mission trips, sponsoring 

school children, supporting a clean water program,  and prayer.   

ST. ANDREWôS AND ST. RITAôS:  St. Malachy has teamed up with Robert and 

Ann Decker of St. Andrews to help provide families of St. Andrew Parish and school 

with help in providing Christmas gifts.  The annual event is called the St. Andres 

Angel Tree.  Carmen Meyer is the coordinator and contact person for St. Malachy.  
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Volunteers assist in several areas from cutting out the angels to sorting the gifts for 

distribution.   

As part of the Celebrate Youth Weekend, the St. Malachy Youth Ministry sponsors a 

school-supply drive.  All of the supplies collected are given to St. Andrews/St. Rita 

Academy for the children to use.  The school supplies include filler paper, folders, 

crayons, color markers, pens, pencils, erasers, rulers, notebooks, and even some 

backpacks.   

THE GABRIEL PROJECT:  The Gabriel Project is an effective parish program that 

reaches out to women with unplanned pregnancies to help them choose life and avoid 

abortion.   It is an extension of the Pro-Life ministry.   Gabriel Angels (volunteers from 

the parish) are trained to assist women who are pregnant and need assistance.   An 

"Angel" is assigned to a mother to help her during her pregnancy and after delivery by 

providing spiritual, material, emotional and financial support.   This can be done by 

extending friendship, offering shelter, providing transportation, and taking care of 

any other needs that Mom and Baby may have.  Other parishioners, that are not 

Angels, can aid the Gabriel Project by offering prayers and by providing baby items 

and financial support.  

 PRISON MINISTRY: A group from various parishes meet at the local juvenile 

center one evening a month. Young womenôs sessions are held on Tuesday evenings. 

We share faith with the young men and women including Bible study, catechesis and 

prayer services with music accompaniment. These are supervised visits and new 

persons are paired with a long-time volunteer. There is also a one-on-one mentoring 

program available to those interested. We listen with love and try to give hope.
